An Son Mieu Cultural Historical Site

R&m thang 10 nam At Hoi (1785) dan lang An Hai
maoi Ba tlr lang C6 Ong vé du & dan chay. Trong lang
c6 tén do té Bién Thi, thay Ba la ngui c6 nhan sdc, nén
nta dém lén vao phong Ba toan giG tro doi bai, han
vlia cham vao canh tay, Ba lién tinh giac tri hé. Vi bi stc
pham tiét hanh, nén Ba da tu chat canh tay ma tén do
té cham vao réi tu van. Bé ghi nhé cong on va duc do
cla Ba, dan lang dé lap miéu tha. Cho dén ngay nay, ci
dén ngay 18 thang 10 (am lich) ngudi dan Con Dao sé to
chuic 1é gi6 cho Ba rét long trong.

Ngay 18/4/2007, UBND tinh Ba Ria - Ving Tau ra
quyét dinh sé 1442/Qb-UB cong nhan di tich An Son
Miéu la di tich lich st van hoa cép tinh.

An Son Mieu is located about 2 km southwest of the
center of Con Dao. In 1783, Nguyen Anh came to Con Dao
to avoid being tracked by the Tay Son forces. After suffering
continuous defeats, he took Prince Hoi An (known by the
nickname Prince Cai) along with Ba Da Loc to France as
hostages to seek help. At that time, Nguyen Anh's secondary
wife, Le Thi Ram, advised him, saying:“The struggle with Tay
Son is a family matter; | think, Your Majesty, you should not
seek foreign help. If we defeat Tay Son, it would not be a
glory, and there might be many complications later..”

Just these few words of advice caused Nguyen Anh
to become enraged, suspecting that the concubine might
be conspiring with the Tay Son army. Without the pleas
of his close officials to reduce her punishment, she would
have been sentenced to death. However, Nguyen Anh still
ordered herimprisonment in a cave on a deserted island to
the southwest of the Con Dao archipelago (today’s Hon Ba).
Later, she was rescued by two loyal animals, the Black Tiger
and White Ape, and taken to the village of Co Ong.

On the 15™ of the 10" lunar month in the year of the
Goat (1785), the villagers of An Hai invited her to attend a
prayer ceremony. In the village, there was a doctor named
Bien Thi, who, seeing that she was a beautiful woman,
sneaked into her room at midnight with the intention of
assaulting her. As soon as he touched her arm, she woke up
and cried out. Because she was assaulted, she immediately
cut off the arm that he touched and committed suicide. To
honor her loyalty and virtue, the villagers built a temple in
her memory. To this day, every year on the 18" of the 10%
lunar month, the people of Con Dao hold a grand memorial
ceremony for her.

On April 18, 2007, the People’s Committee of Ba Ria
- Vung Tau Province issued Decision No. 1442/QD-UB,
recognizing An Son Mieu as a provincial-level historical
and cultural site.
